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Admission Policies

Grace Family does not discriminate on race or national origin. We will exercise our
policies and principles on what is solely Biblical. Admission to GFCS is on a “first come, first
serve” basis.

Kindergarten students must have their birthday and turn 5 years old before January
1,2011. If a child turns 5 years old after January 1 he or she must wait until the next school
year to enroll for the following school year. Please speak to our administrator for details.

We believe that every child should be given a chance to succeed. As believers,
Christ rules our lives and we should not give in to worldly temptations. The teacher will guide
the children every day with the love of Jesus Christ. If there is a problem with a child’s behavior,
the teacher may have need to engage parents in the correction of the child. We would like the
parents to be involved with discipline and in supporting the teacher’s decisions. Child may be
suspended only in extreme cases and be reviewed by our school board of directors.

Financial Information

1. Registration Fee, of $60, is due with application in order to reserve a spot in GFCS
for your child for new students. Returning students will pay the registration fee of $50
as well. This fee is non refundable.

2. Curriculum fee (non refundable) is due before June 1st = K5 - $90; 15-3 grade =
$200; 4t grade = $260

3. Tuition is paid on the first of every month from September - June. If a payment is
late during the school year, a late fee of $25 will be applied to the next statement
after the 51 of that month.

4. Parents may drop their payments off in the payment box. They also may send it with
their child to put in the payment box. All checks will be payable to “Grace Family
Christian School”. All payments must not be given to your child’s teacher but to the
school secretary or director.

5. There will be other small fees during the school year for field trips and needed
supplies.

If there is more than one child per family enrolled at GFCS the family is eligible for a
discount. The oldest child is paid in full and any children enrolled after that is half off. Payments
are figured into 10 monthly payments but can be paid in full at the beginning of the year.

Orientation and Starting School

Orientation is Monday, August 30, 2010 at 7:00pm. This is a time for you and your
student to meet his or her teacher. You will get special information concerning the beginning of
school that will not be in the handbook. You also will find out what your child will be learning the
first few weeks of school. At this time you will get to look at your child’s books with the teacher
and receive information that will help your child understand how to do their homework.
Orientation is required for all children and their parents enrolled in GFCS. This is not an optional
meeting.

School starts Tuesday, September 7, 2010 at 9:00am for 1-4th grade students and
September 9, 2010 for Kindergarten students. Please help us start our school year out right by
being on time to class. Children may enter the school building after 8:30am. It is always good to
be a few minutes early to school. This will help teach the student responsibility. We will have
early dismissal the first week of school only at 1:00pm. The rest of the school year school will
dismiss at 3:00 for elementary and 12:30 for Kindergarten.

Field Trips

Throughout the year we take the children on various field trips. These field trips are
not included in the tuition. There will be an occasionally small fee for field trips when we go.
Usually the children will bring their own lunch on the field trip and we will have a school picnic
after. Parents are encouraged to participate in transportation and or attendance of these trips.
These trips are designed to be educational and fun for the children.

Lost Book Policies
If a child loses his book, he must pay for the book to be replaced if it cannot be
found. If the book is found later, the money will not be refunded, since GFCS cannot return
books to vendors.

Academics
Report cards are issued every six weeks. The Honor Roll memberships are
determined at the end of each quarter. The average is computed on the quarter grades with a
3.0 average or higher needed for membership in the honor roll. We have two honor rolls. The

one receiving the highest praise and honor is the “All A Honor Roll”. The A, B, C, D, F grading
system is used.

Homework

Homework is assigned by the home room teacher. Each student is required to do
his or her homework. If homework is not done, the teacher will give him or her a consequence
for their actions. If this continues the teacher will call the students parents and make them
aware of the situation and need for their student to do his or her homework. If a child misses a
day or two days of school due to illness he is not required to complete homework from the days
he misses. If a child misses school due to other reasons he is required to complete “make up
work” given by the teacher.

General Conduct

Students attending GFCS will be expected to abide by the rules and codes of
conduct of the school. Students are expected to act in an orderly and respectful manner,
maintaining biblical standards in courtesy, kindness, language, morality, and honesty. Students
must agree to strive toward unquestionable character in dress, conduct, and attitude. In
addition, the following rules are to be followed at all times, before, during,
and after school and at school sponsored events and activities unless expressly stated
otherwise:

1. You will be expected to follow “Common Sense” principles of behavior.

2. All medications are to be left in the school office along with a note from either the parent or
the physician. The only exception to this policy is an asthma inhaler.

4. Sunglasses may be worn outdoors only.

5. Cell phones may be brought to school by students but they may not be out during class. They
must be turned off and placed in backpacks or purses during the school day. Any phone or
pager that makes noise of any type during class will be taken immediately by the teacher and
put away.

6. No food or drinks are allowed to be open on campus except during lunch or allowed by the
teacher.

7. The parking lot is off limits during school hours and children are to wait for parents on the
sidewalk, on the grass beside the gazebo or in the gazebo.

8. Students are expected to pick up after themselves and help keep the school rooms and
grounds clean and neat.

9. No students will be allowed outside of class without a written hall pass from a teacher or a
staff member.

10. Students will be where they can be seen at all times when they are outside or inside.

11. Students are encouraged to bring their New King James Version Bible to class.

Notes

In addition to classroom newsletters periodically, notes will go home with the
students throughout the school year from the teacher and school administration. These notes
are from the teacher regarding any announcements that need to be made by the teacher.
These notes might be about upcoming events to remind, or they could be about the student's
day. These notes will be written in the student’s assignment books or printed and passed out to
each student. Please check with your child every day to see if he has anything from the teacher.
The school website also contains valuable information, such as holidays, field trips and other
announcements.

Dress Code

and girls enrolled. Any infractions in dress code will result in a not home to parents to remind
them of dress policies. Please help our students dress according to our set standards:

1. Girls:
a.  Skirts - should not be any higher than two inches above the knee.
b.  Shorts - tight shorts should be worn underneath skirts because girls
might climb on the playground and need to be modest.
c.  Shirts - should have sleeves, no spaghetti straps.
d.  Pants - should NOT be worn out genes or torn in any way.

a.  Hair-should be cut short above the ears.
b.  Jewelry — should not be worn.
¢.  Pants and shorts — should not be morn out or torn.

Absences
If a child is absent from school, he or she must bring a note signed
by their parent stating why they were absent from school. If a child is late coming to school, he
or she must also bring a note, stating why he or she was late to school. Or a phone call can be
made to the teacher or office in place of notes.

Lunch

Lunch will be served by GFCS. Children will not need to bring a lunch with them to
school in a lunch box unless they are told otherwise. Hot lunch is provided and is not included in
the tuition prices. Our school raises money for the hot lunch program with the parents help. We
usually do fundraisers which the parents help organize. Also some months we may ask all the
parents to donate $20 to help pay for food. Parents may even donate food such as rice, flour,
macaroni, etc.

Since Kindergarten leaves at 12:30pm they will not have to eat lunch at school. If
you would like your Kindergarten child to eat lunch with the school then you will have to pay the
$20 a month for food. If you choose to keep your child for lunch then pick up will be at 1:00. The
school needs to know a month in advance. They will have a snack time during school hours.
Kindergarteners will each bring a small snack to school in a lunch box unless told otherwise by
the classroom teacher.

Lessons

Music lessons will be announced on orientation night, at the school. Those who
would like private piano or instrument lessons will find out more information on orientation night.
Private lessons are $45 a month for four, one hour lessons. If lessons are canceled they will be
made up.

Since the majority of our students will be from Russian speaking families it seems
only proper to provide the students with Russian grammar and reading classes. Russian class
will be during school hours for all students. It will be one day a week toward the end of the class
day. Students will take home occasional homework for their Russian classes. This class is a
part of our daily program and is an extra lesson for all students, whether they know the Russian
language or not. Kindergarten will not be taking Russian lessons.

Car Pooling Suggestions
Two of the most important elements of a successful car pool are communication and
cooperation. Smoothly operating car pools do not happen by themselves. We would like to
suggest some helpful hints:

1. Having each student ready on time is a must.

2. Students should behave themselves while riding.

3. Parents should be responsible to call the driver ahead of time when the student
will not be riding that day.

4. Tardiness due to students arriving late because of car pools are not excused
tardiness.

If you live in the San Juan school district, the bus system should be able to provide
transport to and from our school.

School Hours and Extended Care Program

1. Kindergarten begins at 9:00am and ends at 12:30pm sharp.
a. Extended care for Kindergarten begins at 12:30 until 3:00.
b.  Extended care for Kindergarten is $50 per month.

2. First— Fourth grade begins at 9:00am sharp and ends at 3:00 pm sharp.
a.  There s no after school in the elementary grades.

Extended care is only available to Kindergarten students who have older siblings
enrolled in GFCS. Extended care will only be extended to those who arrange with the school
office the month before care is needed. So, if care is needed for the month of October, you
must sign your child up before October 1. If you need extended care due to sudden change of
schedule, Grace Family office will work with you on that. Kindergarten will take a nap during
extended care as well as perform extra activities, such as color pages, work pages, games,
educational films, etc.

Drop off and Pick up

Students may walk to the classroom with their parents the first week of school. The
second week, parents may let their child get out of the car and go to class by themselves.
Please use the side entrance at the parking lot. It will help us with congestion in the hallways
and parking lot if everyone follows these procedures.

Children will be allowed in the building after 8:30am every morning. Children are
never allowed to run around in the parking lot. Children must be in the classroom before 9:00am
or they are considered tardy to class.
